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Overview

Dunnock View is a 42-bed purpose built acute
inpatient service for men and women specialising
in the assessment, treatment and stabilisation of
individuals in crisis or suffering from a significant
mental health illness. Fieldfare, Brant and Pintail
wards each have 14 beds.

The aim of the service is to work with individuals
in periods of crisis and acute phases of their mental
illness in the least restrictive way.

The service is supported by a full Multidisciplinary Team
(MDT) consisting of Consultant Psychiatrist, Registered
Nurses, Healthcare Workers, Clinical Psychologist,
Assistant Psychologist and Occupational Therapist
offering a recovery focused approach. The team work

in collaboration with patients to develop person-centred
care plans to help with stabilisation and provide

a pathway of care back to the community.
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Approaches

The team at Dunnock View offer a broad spectrum of evidence-
based therapeutic interventions, involving patients at every stage.
The hospital's consultant-led MDT has a wealth of clinical and
research experience, and programmes are designed to maximise
the potential and enhance the quality of life of each patient.
