Alwen Ward is a 14 bed acute inpatient
service for men specialising in the
assessment, treatment, and stabilisation
of individuals in crisis or suffering from
significant mental health problems.

The aim of the service is to provide

a stabilising environment working with
individuals in periods of crisis and acute
phases of their mental illness in the
least restrictive way.
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ACUTE SERVICES

The Multidisciplinary Team (MDT) consists of a
Consultant Psychiatrist, Nurses, Healthcare Workers,
Clinical Psychologist, Assistant Psychologist and
Occupational Therapists deliver a recovery focused
approach. The team work in collaboration with patients
from the point of admission to develop person-
centered care plans with the ultimate aim of providing
a care pathway back to the community.

Admission criteria

® Men aged 18 and over Diagnoses may include:

m Experiencing difficulties that present a risk to the
wellbeing of themselves or others that cannot
be treated in an open environment

Patients may also present with substance misuse
and self-harm issues
