
Overview
Healthlinc Apartments provides a homely and 

spacious environment which replicates an ordinary 

living setting. This service design encourages 

individuals to maintain their own living space and 

encourages the development of daily living skills 

aimed at a move towards more independent living.

Set within their own grounds in a quiet residential area, 
Healthlinc Apartments offers three ensuite bedrooms  
and four bespoke single person apartments.  

There is a communal lounge with patio doors that open  
out onto the rear garden, a kitchen and a quiet lounge.  
There are extensive private rear gardens with a summer 
house and patio areas with seating.

The team is made up of the Registered Manager,  
Deputy Manager, Nurses, and Support Workers.
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What we do
We provide a specialist community-based provision 

with individual bespoke care packages which are 

person-centred, and outcome-focused. This enables 

people with continued behaviours of concern and high 

support needs to be cared for in the least restrictive 

setting possible, but within a service which is bespoke 

and structured enough to meet their ongoing needs 

and risks. We promote active engagement in the 

community and the opportunity to develop new 

lifestyle choices to improve self-esteem, confidence 

and lead a good and meaningful life.

The service works collaboratively with all relevant 

external stakeholders including community teams,  

so that individuals receive multidisciplinary care  

and support.

Who we support: 
■■ All gender identities who have a learning disability  

or who are autistic, age 18 and over 

■■ Individuals who may have additional complex physical  

or mental health needs with ongoing risk 

■■ People currently living in the community who due to crisis 

require a period of person-centred, intensive care and support

■■ Those who require a high level of support in a structured 

environment in order to avoid a hospital admission

■■ People transitioning from a hospital setting who require 

further support to progress to more independent living

■■ Those who are supported through Community Treatment 

Orders (CTOs), Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards  

(DoLS) and Guardianship orders
