School House provides a specialist residential
service for all gender identities who have

a learning disability, or who are autistic,

and have behaviours which, due to their
diagnosis may be of concern/distress.

As well as supporting individuals who have a learning

disability or who are autistic, we are specialists in
working with additional complex needs including:

m Epilepsy
m Self-injurious behaviours
m Individuals who may have limited hearing or sight

The service is staffed 24 hours a day by a dedicated
team of Support Workers, led by an experienced
Registered Manager.
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What we do

The service is designed for those individuals who require
a high level of support to live within a community setting
and will continue to require this longer term. Clients
may be transitioning from children’s residential services,
education, or moving out of the family home.

We are also experienced in successfully managing
clients moving from services where their placements
may have broken down or where their needs are

no longer being met.

The aim of the service is to encourage individuals

to lead a full and purposeful life, enabling them to live
more independently in the heart of the community. This
is achieved through a programme of active community
engagement, that promotes meaningful social networks
and the development of bespoke coping strategies.

This also supports developing further independence and
social skills, including participating in meal preparation,
learning about safety measures both in their environment
and out in the community.

All residents are registered with the local GP which
allows access to specialist Clinicians.

We are proud of the excellent relationships with the
families/carers and friends of the individuals we support,
who are encouraged to play an active partin the lives

of their loved ones.

About School House

School House is situated in Surrey and provides nine en-
suite bedrooms, and a self-contained flat. There are two
lounges, one of which includes a sensory room, as well
as a dining room, kitchen and surrounding garden.

The local area has an excellent range of community
facilities and amenities including parks and gardens.

Surrey has direct trains and road access to London
Waterloo and offers convenient access via the M3
motorway, which runs through part of the town
and connects to the M25 and M4.

Central London is just a 36-minute drive away.
Heathrow Airportis a 12-minute drive.
